Significant Wave & Tidal Resource

ÅPembrokeshire has the highest concentration of 
wave resource (700 km2) in Wales equating to an 
indicative capacity of up to 5600MW

ÅTidal streams around the west of Ramsey Island 
and within Ramsey Sound can reach up to 4ms-1

with an indicative capacity of ~150MW.
